It is published by authority of the Lane Community College Board of Education through the Media Commission; it is an autonomous newspaper free from censorship by the college administration, faculty, and student government.

The Torch provides news and information of importance and interest to Lane students and staff; serves as a learning laboratory for students of journalism, graphic arts, photography, publishing and advertising; and provides a communication channel for student commentary and debate.
