1. Arts and Letters Discipline Studies Outcomes
“Arts and Letters” refers to works of art, whether written, crafted or designed, and performed, and documents of particular poignancy and significance in statement or design.

	As a result of taking Arts & Letters Discipline Studies courses, a student should be able to:
	Course Outcome(s) related to the A&L Outcome
	Under what conditions and criteria will the course outcome be assessed?

	1. Interpret and engage in the Arts and Letters, making use of the creative process to enrich the quality of life. 
	Students learn the major religious traditions of the world, including Hinduism, Buddhism, Confucianism, Taoism Judaism, Christianity and Islam, and about their history and the cultures from which they emerged.
	Objective multiple choice T/F tests, short essays, in-class quizzes on key terms and concepts, papers, critical essays, structured class discussions, internet forum posts.

	2. Critically analyze personal values and ethics within the stream of human experience and expression to engage more fully in local and global issues.
	Students learn ways in which these religions affect (or are affected by) contemporary culture, geopolitics and daily life.
	Structured class discussions, papers, small group work, journals.


2. Arts and Letters Discipline Studies Course Criteria

	A Discipline Studies course in Arts & Letters should:
	How course meets criterion
	Related Course Outline statements

	1. Introduce the fundamental ideas and practices of the discipline and allow students to apply them.
	Students learn methods of studying religion and use them to understand, compare and contrast the various traditions. They learn how to articulate their reasoned conclusions verbally and in writing, in a scholarly, objective and respectful manner.
	The central beliefs and practices of these traditions may be approached historically, culturally, and/or through their essential wisdom teachings and how these apply to daily life.

	2. Elicit analytical and critical responses to historical and/or cultural works, such as literature, music, language, philosophy, religion, and the visual and performing arts.
	Students learn to interpret religious texts and art and to understand rituals and ceremonies in their social and cultural contexts. They learn how religion intersects with other aspects of culture as both grow and develop.
	The successful student will acquire or sharpen critical and analytical reasoning skills, particularly those involving hermeneutics (textual analysis and interpretation) and religious iconography.

	3. Explore the conventions and techniques of significant forms of human expression.
	Students read sacred texts such as the Vedas, Upanishads, Bhagavad-Gita, Dhammapada, Analects, Dao de Jing, Bible and Quran. They also study literature, art architecture and music which expresses religious ideas.
	Students will explore the ideas and concepts of these traditions as well as their rituals, institutions and expressions in culture (literature, music, art, architecture, etc)

	4. Place the discipline in a historical and cultural context, and demonstrate its relationship with other disciplines.
	Students learn the interdisciplinary nature of religious studies, the history of academic scholarship on religion and anthropological, sociological, historical, literary and philosophical approaches to religion.
	The successful student will gain an understanding of the history of scholarship regarding these traditions and the interdisciplinary nature of scholarship in religion.

	· Foster creative individual expression via analysis, synthesis, and critical evaluation, or
	Students learn to interpret sacred texts as literature, reading particular passages in the context of the larger work and in their historical and cultural contexts.
	The successful student will bring her conclusions about ethics to bear on her present values, goals and way of life.

	· Compare/contrast attitudes and values of specific eras or world cultures, or
	Students compare and contrast religiously informed attitudes of East vs. West, antiquity vs. modernity regarding the supernatural, family and society, gender roles, etc.
	The successful student will know how each of the major traditions was founded and developed, and what their beliefs and practices are today.

	· Examine the origins and influences of ethical or aesthetic traditions.
	Students study how moral teachings in world religions inspired some of those of modernity and how others are a reaction to or repudiation of those values. They also learn how early religious art, music and have inspired and continue to inspire creative works.
	The successful student will acquire factual knowledge about the history and development of the world’s religious traditions.
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
