	What assessment evidence supports this proposal? 
Discussions with associate Media Arts faculty has revealed that many students are coming in to MA courses un-prepared

for the rigor, culture and technical details associated with our courses. Looking further into this matter, we see that an

integrative learning approach can help students to remove obstacles to student engagement and success (Kuh, The Chronicle

Review, 2008 V53, Issue 41, Page B12), assist with college readiness and the transition from high school or the work place

(Conley, Redefining College Readiness, Vol 3.).

	     

	How do you know there is a demand for this course? 
The Media Arts faculty are seeing students in increasing numbers come into the program that are unprepared for the culture, rigor and technical demands of the Media Arts program as well as college courses.  This program enables students to get an overview of what the Media Arts program offers as well as the ability to identify core areas where improvement may be needed.  By offering this course, we are aiming to help remedy hurdles that may obstruct student success in the program.
This course was offered as a 199 Fall term 2012, Winter and Spring term 2013.
