Rationale:

	How does this proposal further the goals of the program or department? 

	This course will support students who've tested into WR 115 to allow them to accelerate through their initial college writing requirement, WR 121, which encourages retention and persistence, and supports overall student success.

	What assessment evidence supports this proposal? 

	Writing Program assessment has demonstrated that students in WR 115 tend to be strongly positioned to successfully meet the defined course goals and learning outcomes, while students in WR 121 tend to struggle more to successfully meet defined course goals and learning outcomes. By accelerating students' completion of the sequence and providing needed pedagogical support, this new course and learning community will help students to sustain their success across the 2-course curriculum.

	How do you know there is a demand for this course? 

	Initial experimental implementation of the Fast and the Curious learning community (with EL 115-Effective Learning in the place of this newly proposed course) in the fall of 2012 demonstrated that there is a need as well as a demand for this course. A longer separate analysis has indicated the limitations of EL 115 as a partner course while confirming the need and demand for the accelerated learning community itself.
