	Discussion: Jennifer reported Climate Action Plan will be presented to College Council Feb. 24. Barb reported on work by the Safety Committee.

	Bond Report
	Discussion: No report.

	Master Plan Task Force (MPTF) Report
	Discussion: Tamara and Craig reported on joint BLT-MPTF-FC Bond Alignment meeting. Collaborative process resulted in consensus that Center Building should be priority #1, with simultaneous work on building 17. FMP is working on next steps to recommend. They will explore options and do feasibility study for building 17.  

	Design Guidelines (DG) review
	Information:  Summary by Todd: Projects were right on with respect to DG. They give hard copy of DG to architects, although DG are not issued in RFPs (requests for proposal). One reason DG are effective is that FMP staff has embraced them. When a project must be cut back due to budget or scope realignment, DG help with decision-making. 
FMP is being challenged by universal access goals, which bring added costs. We are going above and beyond code accessibility requirements. Gender-neutral restroom will be added to building 11. 

FMP’s biggest challenge is maintainability versus sustainability, which does not involve the DG.

The only comments from architects have been about budget; no designer comments about DG.

Most of these guidelines are also LEED requirements. Architects hired by Lane are already following these principles. Jennifer noted that DG help show designers where Lane’s priorities are, where we want to focus. Todd noted that all projects are registered, even if not certified, so Lane has access to LEED forms.

Discussion:  Barb will take DG to Science faculty for input. Suggested that mapping outdoor learning spaces would make a good GIS class project.
Dave noted that we want student input.

Page 1, Collaboration: We need faculty/staff collaboration particularly when outdoor learning spaces are involved.

Page 2, Stewardship and Sustainability: Suggestion to strengthen this element. Suggestion to change “College” to “design.” 
Page 3, Safety: Barb noted that some items were missed. Comment that Safety Committee does not do policy.
Page 8, Conservation: 2nd bullet point addresses only wetlands and riparian habitat; suggest adding oak savanna and other habitat areas plus specialized plant communities. Need to tune 3rd bullet point. Instead of or in addition to “spaces should be provided,” consider “protected” or “preserved.” 

Page 8, Design: Group agreed to add the word “herbicides to 2nd sentence of 5th bullet point. New text will read: “Landscapes should be designed to minimize maintenance, herbicides, and water use, with the goal of eliminating herbicides and irrigation.”

	Other discussion
	Discussion:  We will send updated DG to College Council once completed.

Suggestion to get on College Council agenda regarding decision-making about facilities. E.g., concerns about safety issues and adequacy with regard to new smoking shelters installed after approval of no-smoking policy, especially in parking lot L. When a body other than FMP or FC are making a decision regarding facilities, FC should have an opportunity to see proposal first. FC is a resource to support College Council. 

	Health & Wellness walking tour
	Information:  Todd led a tour of the building, pointing out a number of green-building strategies, including: Exposed structure for passive ventilation. Slab floor for radiant heating, with ability to put cold (not chilled) water into floor for low-cost radiant cooling. Operable windows, which also respond to temperature. The buildings “lungs,” providing daylighting and passive ventilation, with atrium and skylight opening clear to roof. Classrooms with daylighting, views to nature, radiant ceiling panels, and state-of-the-art equipment. Student social spaces include lounge areas, juice bar, study spaces, plus multiple examples of alcoves and seating areas tucked into spaces. Recycled wood components, bamboo, non-VOC-emitting materials. Rainwater collection from roof, channeled into stormwater swales. Art throughout, at various scales.  Entrance is universally accessible.
