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Objective:  

Identify points of view 

Think critically, and ask questions of what you read

Identifying personal responsibility 

We will use the On Course Case Study on Personal Responsibility :  The Late Paper

(Student Kim turns her in paper in late, due to extenuating circumstances of jealous husband, partying girlfriend, etc. and receives an F).  

We will follow  this process, using the format of the templates: 

Meet the Problem:  

Students read the case study, and use the Problem Statement Template to determine problems in the case study.  

Know/Need to Know

Students will work in groups, and use the Known/Need to Know Chart to determine what they know, need to know, and what they need to do.  At this point, we would not use the need to do because that’s being discussed during Step 3:  Gathering Information.   

Gathering Information

Most of the information gathered through the Information Gathering Tool will answer the following questions related to this article:  

Who are the players? 

What are their roles in the situation? 

What are their points of view?  

Who cares and why? 

Generate Possible Solutions

Use Decision Matrix to generate possible solutions for each person in the case study 

Find the Best Fit Solution

Each student chooses what they think the best solution would be, and writes a brief statement. 

Post statements on wall for Gallery Walk. 

Students pick their favorite three solutions.  

As class, determine which was most popular, and why …..

For future use:  We will use this format/process to launch other projects investigating issues and problems relevant to the students:  life issues such as homelessness, joblessness, etc. or current events.
