Develop your Integrative Assignment Ideas Begun at the Workshop or Create Something New Based on What You Learned
Curriculum development grants are available to teams and individual faculty who attended the Integrative Learning Workshop on April 21st/22nd 2011.  

· GOAL: The goal of these grants is for teams or individuals to use what they learned at the workshop to create integrative assignments for courses across disciplines.  

· WHERE TO BEGIN: Begin with what your teams developed in one or both of the two poster sessions 

· Or develop something NEW that emerged in conversations but never made it to paper. 

· WHOM TO WORK WITH: Work with teams that you worked with during the workshop or pair up with colleagues you didn’t get to work with who were also in attendance.  Finally, if you have an idea for an integrative assignment that you want to work on solo, this is also encouraged.


· WHEN TO COMPLETE THE WORK: The deadline for completion of the work (posting to the Moodle site) is September 12th, 2011.  We plan to showcase examples of integrative assignments with faculty and staff during Fall term. We also intend to share work at the annual Title III September Faculty Development Workshop (September 14th and 15th 2011).

CRITERIA FOR CONSIDERATION
We really want to extend the impact of the workshop beyond those two days, and so your proposal should link the themes, materials and/or purposes of the workshop with your integrative assignment idea(s). A rule of thumb is 5-10 hours per faculty member for a modest assignment, although this should not discourage more ambitious projects (specify # of hours requested per faculty member). We will also take disciplines into account, providing as many as possible of the disciplines represented at the workshop with funding for development.
