The following assignment/activities would further develop the project packet for the term project of Business 101 (developed by Sharon Kimble and improved upon by David Oatman) as a time management and project management guide for student success and tracking of their progress. #5: Covey’s Time Management System

· (A) Introduce Stephan Covey’s Time Management Matrix in the project packet and an in class activity in which the students reflect on and discuss the relevance of the model to their own lives. 
· (B) Create a simpler version of Covey’s Weekly Worksheet which would allow students at the beginning of the term to outline what a “typical week” will look like for the learner during that term. Then they will be asked to figure out what open blocks of time they will be able to commit to meet the requirements of this course.
#6: Self-Discipline and Your Course

· (C) A “what resources do I need to be successful in this class” worksheet will be pared with the “typical week” at the beginning of the course to help students identify early on what all their available resources are (computer/tutoring labs, library data bases, places to study, etc.).
