  Health Promotion, Nursing 110A, Fall 2011.
Briefly describe the infusion/integrated assignment you are planning.  If possible, describe how you will integrate key concepts/content from your discipline into the infusion.  

The new OCNE curriculum dictates the lineup of subjects taught Fall/Winter/Spring.  In the Fall we teach Health Promotion, In Winter we add Pathophysiology and Pharmacology to the Nursing class.  Every entering class is encouraged to “review your anatomy and physiology” during Fall term, as preparation for the increased rigor of Winter term.  

Our proposed infusion would provide structure to students who wish to participate in an optional  review process during Fall term.   Focus would be given on specific review subjects as recommended in above paragraph.  Engagement with reading would be assessed with Moodle-based quizzes (using the style of questions commonly used by licensing exams) and followed up in guided discussions on review material, led by experienced faculty.   This would be an optional review scheduled outside of regular class and clinical obligations, emphasizing growing expectations and increased discipline in study habits, focus and responsibility in preparation. 
Collaboration, group work, modeling of professional /scholarly behavior and intentional learning are all expectations in the OCNE curriculum.  These competencies would be integrated in the review work.

3.Describe the outcome you plan to achieve or the “trouble-spot” you are addressing.

Nursing students entering the Fall term of their first year have spent many hours of hard work, many dollars in tuition and waited, sometimes for years, to be admitted to the LCC Nursing Program.  Everyone does well in Fall term and then, Winter term arrives with increased expectations and rigor.  Each Winter a few students fail and are out of the program, after all this hard work.  Many who do not fail, struggle with the increased workload.  While we will still encourage the 
optional “self-study” review mentioned above, we would like to add an option of on-line material,  Moodle-based NCLEX-style assessment questions and guided face to face discussions based on the material and assessment results.  Above named faculty would be discussion leaders in a once-weekly, 50 min discussion period scheduled outside of classroom/clinical obligations during Fall term.

Additional benefits of collaborating in study groups could begin during the Fall term, before the increased expectations of Winter term.  Study skills developed could carry over to future terms demonstrated by more focus, less proscrastination, purposeful organization of study cohorts and increased discipline in organizing/maximizing study time

Decrease the failure rate in the Pathophysiology class so that students are not lost to the program.

Increase the average scores in the Pathophsiology class.
