2. List the course(es) for which you intend to create one or more infusions: Environmental Politics, PS 297.
3. Briefly describe the infusion/integrated assignment you are planning.  If possible, describe how you will integrate key concepts/content from your discipline into the infusion.  I will use a "point pot" grading system in my Environmental Politics class.  With this system, the pot holds 250 points.  There will be approximately 400 points worth of possible assignments, and students will have the choice of which assignments they complete.  When the ‘point pot’ is full, the student receives an “A” grade.  Students will be required to do certain types of assignments like a major essay, but have a choice of several essay topics to choose from.  If a student does poorly on an assignment, they will be able to choose another on the same concept to help them learn what they missed. Students therefore have to manage their own work.  They will be given a sheet to record their completed graded assignments so they keep track of their own work totals. This system will allow students to take into consideration their workloads in other classes and to utilize the latitude of the point pot system to work around heavy work times in other classes.
4. Describe the outcome you plan to achieve or the “trouble-spot” you are addressing. This system should develop the student’s ability to manage their own learning.  
5. Describe the quick assessment you intend to use to test the efficacy of your infusion. (examples may be pre-post tests, student self-reflections, comparative analysis of student work with and without integrated assignment, student feedback, in-class discussion summaries, etc.) I will use an end of term student class assessment developed by me as the Instructor to monitor both the effectiveness of the grading system and develop new ideas suggested by students for improvements to the class.
