a. Introduce time management skills in class the first week as part of class preparation and introduction to the class goals, projects, assignments and tests. This information/hand-outs will also be posted on the course website
b. Provide monthly calendars to students with project due dates, tests, etc.. and post on course website
c. Have students fill out brief assessments in class on how they are keeping up with projects

d. Have students work on a buddy system with another student to reinforce new time management skills habits and check in conversations.


4. Describe the outcome you plan to achieve or the “trouble-spot” you are addressing.
a. This class is not difficult in terms of the intellectual aspects, but it does require students to turn in something almost every week and to keep up with assignments, because all of them are required to be completed to PASS this class. Students only get points for them when they are turned in on time. If projects/assignments are not turned in on time they still have to complete them without getting the points to receive passing grade by the end of the term (although I do give incompletes for students if they cannot get them completed. The trouble spot that I am addressing in this class is helping students to stop procrastinating and the issue of forgetting or keeping track of assignments by dates/weeks, which appears to be an increasing problem for students (possibly related to the texting overload brain issue). 

5. Describe the quick assessment you intend to use to test the efficacy of your infusion. (examples include pre-post tests, student self-reflections, comparative analysis of student work with and without integrated assignment, student feedback, in-class discussion summaries, etc.)

· Student self reflections will be used throughout the term (3X)  to help provide feedback about the usefulness of the information and infused activities and to help remind students about the time management skills they are learning and can be utilizing to be more successful in this class.
